• WPC Tournaments Ranking will be published 

10.02.2025

STAGE 1 (COMPLETED): Apply for the 
tournaments
• Applications for national tournaments 

are now closed on November 15

STAGE 2: Confirmation of Tournament 
Plans
• Details of the planned tournament 

(venue, dates, other) should be 
submitted to WPC  

• If there are any date changes please 
notify WPC as soon as possible

• 30K followers for national 

tournaments

If you have at least one player in club 

with social media followers: 

• 10K followers for regional 

tournaments

• 15K followers for national tournaments

• If the tournaments 

broadcasted on the platform 

of WPC members (at least, 

the final match)

● Follow all WPC branding  

requirements

● If tournaments has at least 300 

spectators seats

● If posted at least 15 photos on club’s 

social media with tagging GotF

● If posted 1-3 minutes highlight videos 

of competition day on YouTube 

channel or Social media account with 

tagging of GotF
